The Clan Association was founded in 1947 by a group of distinguished 
clansmen including Sir Stewart Macpherson, Lord Macpherson of 
Drumochter, Lord Drumalbyn, Lt. Col. A. K. Macpherson of Pitmain 
M.V.O. and many others prominent in church and public life. Today, the 
Association is world-wide with branches in Scotland, England and Wales, 
New Zealand, Australia, South Africa, United States and Canada. 

The objectives of our Association are twofold: first, the preserving and 
strengthening of the traditions of the Clan Macpherson; and second, the 
gathering and preservation of historic Clan documents and relics. These 
objectives are achieved in three principal ways: 

1. The Association owns an attractive Clan House in Newtonmore, 
Inverness-shire, Scotland, which contains a Museum housing many 
priceless relics and Clan treasures from Cluny Castle and other 
sources.
